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6 DAYS FROM MARRAKECH

Day 1- Marrakech

Todra Gorge is very
popular for many Rock-climbers. After lunch in local restaurant ,
our Morocco trip continues to Merzouga passing Erfoud. We wiill
drive through the valley of Tafilalet, which is the largest date palm
grove in Morocco. We will enjoy shopping at the authentic local
souk in Rissani. After we get to Merzouga we will spend a night in
lcoal desert of merzouga.

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Day 4 - Merzouga - Ouarzazate

Today we get up early to riding camels in the morning to watch
sunrise over the dunes. Afterwards, we will get back to the village
and after breakfast we will visit the village of Khamlia where the
Gnawa people lives - originally slaves brought from Sudan Mali
and Senegal. After that we leave for Rissani - very traditional
Moroccan town.

We will reach the Draa valley at the edge of the Atlas Mountains,
then we drive to Ouarzazate, where we will stay overnight at a local
riad.

Day 5 - Ouarzazate - Marrakech

After breakfast, we set course for the red city, Then we will visit
Kasbah of Telouet, where we will enjoy the scenic landscapes. Our
journey continues through the Tizi n'Tichka Pass at the 2260 m,
passing the High Atlas Mountains. We will reach Marrakech in the
evening
